STATE AND LOCAL LAW

The foregoing summary of your rights under federal law does not cover any rights you may
have under state and local law. If under state or local law, you have a longer period of time in
which to send an inquiry to the credit union concerning your statement, reliance on any such
longer period may result in your losing important rights which could be preserved by acting
more promptly under federal law. State or local provisions, if any, only become operative upon
the expiration of the time period provided by Federal Regulation 7 for submitting a proper writ-
ten notification of an error.

as soon as you can, if you think your statement or receipt is wrong or if you need more information about a transfer on the statement or receipt. We must
hear from you no later than 60 days after we send you the FIRST statement on which the error or problem appeared.

(1) Tell us your name and account number.

(2) Describe the error or the transfer you are unsure about, and explain as clearly as you can why you believe there is an error or why you need more

information.

(3) Tell us the dollar amount of the suspected error.

We will investigate your complaint and will correct any error promptly. If we take more than 10 days to do this, we will recredit your account for the
amount you think is in error, so that you will have use of the money during the time it takes us to complete our investigation.
